(4/6) in his match against Croatian IVAN LJUBICIC and will take no further part in the 
format. 
 
JUAN MARTIN DEL POTRO (ARG) withdrew with a suspect wrist and will not take to 
the court tomorrow against Tsonga. He called Tournament Director, Colin Stubs, to 
explain the situation and was disappointed that he could not fulfill his obligations. 
 
ANDY MURRAY (SCO) was too strong for American SAM QUERREY in the final special 
exhibition match of the day, winning 6/1 6/4.
